CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. JUMA & THE MAN

They are walking quietly looking straight ahead.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. REVERSE ANGLE

The two don’t alter their actions.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. JUMA & THE MAN

Juma takes a slight glance at the man. Getting no response, 
he returns to staring ahead.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. REVERSE ANGLE

The man takes a glance at Juma, but when Juma returns the eye 
contact he returns to staring ahead.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. JUMA & THE MAN

The man clears his throat, and when Juma looks at him he 
starts to speak, slowly, and with some hesitation.

JUMA’S FATHER
I...I thought you were going to 
win.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. REVERSE ANGLE

Juma is taken off balance. He recovers.

JUMA
I did not see you in the stands. 

JUMA’S FATHER
I thought I’d make you nervous. 
That is why I hid myself behind the 
crowd.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. JUMA & HIS FATHER

They sit of a quiet moment, now that the ice has broken.

JUMA
Next year I want you to sit right 
next to the court!

JUMA’S FATHER
No, No. I could never be 
comfortable with that!  Let me stay 
where I am.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. REVERSE ANGLE

JUMA
No. That will never do.

Juma’s father struggles to get this next part out.

JUMA’S FATHER
I haven’t said this before...

He stops, trying to find the right words.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM CU. JUMA

JUMA
Father?

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. JUMA & HIS FATHER

breaks out on his father’s face.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. REVERSE ANGLE

The two just enjoy the moment.

CUT TO:

MEDIUM SHOT. TWO SHOT. JUMA & HIS FATHER

JUMA’S FATHER (cont’d)
Maybe I could use a new set of 
clothes.

They both laugh, first small, and then a lot.

CUT TO:

WIDE SHOT. THE HIGHWAY

The they walk a little faster now. We hear them laughing.

DISSOLVE TO:

EXTERIOR. DAY. A BUS STOP38 38

MEDIUM SHOT. A BATTERED SUITCASE ON THE ROADSIDE

The bus driver’s hands grab the bag and the camera follows it 
up as he hands to another man who is putting things on the 
top of the bus.

CUT TO:
